EXPLANATORY NOTES

Section 86 of the Legal Profession Uniform Law (NSW) provides;
86 Nature of automatic show cause events

Anautomatic show cause eventisany of the followinginrelationtoa personwhois
anapplicant for or the holder of a certificate-

(a) abankruptcy-relatedevent;
(b) hisorherconviction foraserious offence or ataxoffence, whether or not-

(i) theoffencewascommitted while he or she wasengaginginlegal practice
asanAustralianlegal practitioner or was practising foreign law as an
Australian-registered foreign lawyer; or

(i) otherpersonsare prohibited from disclosing the identity of the offender;

(c) aneventofakindspecifiedin the Uniform Rules for the purposes of this
section.

Section 87 of the Legal Prafession Uniform Law (NSW) provides;
87 Automatic show cause events-applicants

(1) Thissectionappliesifanautomatic show cause eventhasoccurred atany time
inrelationtoanapplicant for the grant or renewal of a certificate.
(2) Aspartoftheapplication, the applicant must provide to the designated local
regulatoryauthoritya statement-
(a) aboutthe show cause event;and
(b) explainingwhy, despite the show cause event, the applicant considers
himselfor herselftobeafitand proper person to hold a certificate.

(3) However, theapplicant need not provide a statement under subsection (2) if
theapplicant (asaprevious applicant for the grant or renewal of a certificate
orasthe holderofacertificate) has previously provided to the designated local
regulatoryauthorityastatementunder this Part explaining why, despite the
show cause event, he or she considers himselfor herself to be a fitand proper
person to hold a certificate.

Section 88 of the Legal Prafession Uniform Law (NSW) provides;
88 Automatic show cause events-holders

(1) Thissectionappliestoanautomatic show cause event that occursinrelation
tothe holder ofacertificate.
(2) The holder must, inaccordance with subsection (3), give the designated local
regulatoryauthority-
(a) awrittennotice stating that the show cause event occurred; and
(b) awritten statement explaining why, despite the show cause event, the
holder considers himselfor herself to be afitand proper person to hold
acertificate.
(3) The holder must give the designated local regulatory authority-
(a) thenoticewithin7 days after the show cause event occurred; and
(b) the statement within28 days after the show cause event occurred or
alonger period allowed by the designated local regulatory autharity
(not exceeding the maximum period specified in the Uniform Rules)
onapplication made by the holder within the applicable period.
(4) Thedesignatedlocal regulatoryauthority may neverthelessaccepta
statementreceived out of time.

GENERAL NOTES

The term “conviction” is defined in section 6 of the Legal Profession Uniform
Law (NSW)and includes a finding of guilt, or the acceptance of a guilty plea by
the court, whether ornota convictionisrecorded.

The term “bankruptey-related event” is defined in section 6 of the Legal
Profession Uniform Law (NSW)and, in relationtoa person, means;

(a) hisorher becoming bankruptin the BankruptcyAct (or the corresponding
provisions of the law of a foreign country or external territory); or

(b) hisorher being served with notice of a creditor’s petition presented toa
courtunder section43 of the BankruptcyAct; or

(c) hisorherpresentation (asadebtor) of adeclaration to the Official Receiver
under section 54A of the BankruptcyAct of his or herintentionto presenta
debtor’s petitionor hisor her presentation (asadebtor) of such a petition
under section 55 of that Act; or

(d) hisor herapplying to take the benefit of any law (whether Australian or
otherwise) for the reliefof bankrupt orinsolvent debtors, compounding with
hisor her creditors or makinganassignment of his or her remuneration for
their benefit;

The term “serious offence” is defined in section 6 of the Legal Profession Uniform
Law (NSW)and means;

(a) anindictable offence againstalaw of the Commonwealth, aState or aTerritory
(whether or not the offence is or may be dealt with summarily); or

(b) anoffenceagainstalaw ofaforeigncountry thatwould beanindictable
offenceagainstalaw of the Commonwealth, a State oraTerritoryif committed
inAustralia (whether or not the offence could be dealt with summarily if
committed inAustralia);

The term “tax offence” is defined in section 6 of the Legal Profession Uniform
Law (NSW)and means any offence under the Taxation AdministrationAct 1953
of the Commonwealth.
